The review for 30 Hansom Drive has been completed and comments are listed below:

Section A-A: Need a standard detail for how the ditch and side slope will be constructed instead of a section taken at
one point along the ditch length. The standard detail should show:

e The top of bank located between the two ditches or swales (shown 2’ off the property line on Section a-a) must
be at least 1’ wide to maintain the stability at the top of bank. Suggest 2’ to 3’ wide to allow for a lawn mower
along this proposed “dam”

e The top of slope for the existing ditch is not located consistently 2’ off the property line. Add a note to the new
detail stating all work will occur on the West property.

e A 9” depth appears shallow. Suggest you deepen the proposed swale.

The grading of the fill slope and swale on the northerly side of the site appears to be very close to the property
line. Maintain a 1’ separation from property lines to limits of disturbance.

Nevertheless, our neighborhood still experienced flooding. We had the benefit of acres of undeveloped woodland to absorb much of
the incoming flow of water. Once that buffer between us and the river is developed, water like that will have no other place to go than
be channeled at an even faster pace into Forrest Park. No drain pool will prevent it. Granted, with the onset of a major Hurricane, we
are all still susceptible to its devastation, but the ill effects of lesser tidal flooding from tropical storms or severe nor’easters will only
be intensified here.

The other most obvious concern is that of the increased traffic through the neighborhood. It appears that no outlet other than the
existing one via Lauren Drive will be offered for traffic to and from Wythe Creek Estates. As it is, over 40 homes now use Lauren
Drive as their only entry from and exit into Poquoson. This already presents delays for drivers exiting Forrest Park during rush hour
on their way to Hampton. The additional cars and trucks from 19 more homes will place an excessive burden on this single route, and
from the plans it appears that access to even more development off Manfred Court is anticipated. Once VDOT widens Wythe Creek
Road to four lanes (with a median, at this point), the difficulty of entry and exit from Lauren Drive will be compounded. Recently,
developers wishing to add nearly a dozen apartment style units at the entrance to Forrest Park saw fit to alter those plans to a more
reasonable two houses due to the extra traffic problems they would have created.

As it stands, the potential increase in traffic affects me most directly. My house at 114 Rowe sits at the corner of Rowe and Ashland
Lane.

e Itis extremely important that they install and maintain the side swales (near the Wainwright Drive r/w and near
the southerly property) so that they don’t cause a drainage issue on their property or on Wainwright Drive.

e The owners need to understand that they cannot remove or modify the BMP without a plan submittal and new
permit. They won’t be able to access their backyard from the driveway side of the house because of the BMP
(self-imposed hardship).

Will the BMP be checked as part of this work, and do we know if it has been maintained?

e The garage is VERY close to the BMP. Does the contractor have sufficient room to grade away from the house in

Our site has over 200 full grown trees
and major shrubs, while Villa just has a few “buggy whips.” I'd hate to see the Big Woods wiped out in the same way.

if Buddy is required to plant trees as a mitigation requirement, perhaps he could line both sides of Wythe Creek Road
with Crepe Myrtles. They’re inexpensive, low maintenance, well below the power lines, would provide pedestrians with
“visual shelter” that's in scale with walkers, and would make Wythe Creek Road a much more pleasant walk. He and |
once talked about doing that voluntarily, out of pocket, so he may not be averse to the idea ... if some form of mitigation
is required. (We just added 41 new crepe myrtles to complete the drive along the north edge of our site; $25 each was
very reasonable.)

| have a question about regulatory requirements for trees ~ either for new developments on open land
or new developments on land covered with trees.

| Googled the environmental section of the city’s regulations and saw something that seemed to require
a tree of 2” diameter for every 400 square feet. | also recall a meeting in which we needed some kind of
permit from an environmental board in which they asked Trina how many trees we removed and how
many we added. So | assume there are some regulations about all this.

Forgetting about Garden Atriums’ interests — which just added 41 more crepe myrtles along its northern
boundary, as a boulevard for the access road to homes #5, #6, and #7 — trees do soak up CO2 and emit
02. The development adjoining the west side of Wythe Creek Road totally cleared the site of a dense
horde of trees and has installed impervious black-top paving — which is toxic for aquatic life (until it's
finished leaching.) The air quality around that site is likely not as good as it was before, given increase in
cars and elimination of trees. And | know that Buddy’s new Legacy project will essentially wipe out even
mare trees and replace them with even more black-top and CO2-emitting cars.

I guess we never had to deal with the issue, as we only removed one 8’ high scrub pine and have added
about 250 trees and major plantings (e.g. red tips.) When we first got here, Jodie made some
disparaging comments about how some developers, who were required to plant 2 trees per house, cut
off some tree branches, stuck them in the ground, and said they had complied. That made me think that
Poquoson does have some requirements for tree planting.

We're not directly adjacent to either of the projects | mentioned, but air quality is air quality. I've had
tests run here; our outdoor air is excellent, and our indoor air is actually better than outdoors — due to
the broad leafed plants that oxygenate the home and the Boston Ferns that pull toxins out of the

air. Residents have lost allergies. Air quality is the concern | have when it comes to removing hordes of
trees and not replacing them on site (or elsewhere, as an off-set.)

Ellen, 'm not gifted in understanding what regulations apply to what, or how to interpret them. I'm
hoping that you are. So ... does Poquoson actually have requirements for developers to plant trees —

either to replace those that have been removed or that have to be added, anyway?

Thanks for your help, and I'll look forward to some (non-time-consuming) clarifying response.

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STANDARD INSPECTION AND ENFORCEMENT PROCEDURES

CITY OF POQUOSON

PURPOSE: Projects within the City of Poquoson that disturb 2500 square feet or more are required to
have an approved E&SC plan and regular inspections to ensure compliance with the Virginia Erosion and
Sediment Control, Chesapeake Bay Preservation, and Stormwater Laws.

City Code Sections and Policies: Inspections will be conducted to ensure compliance with the project
SWPPP, the approved E&SC plan, the approved stormwater management plan, and City Code Chapter
34 and Appendix A, Article XL.IV.

Inspection Procedures:

A pre-construction meeting will be held for all commercial and subdivision projects. Single family home
projects are not required to have a pre-construction meeting. However, the Environmental Compliance
Officer may request a meeting with contractors prior to commencing land disturbance to review site
requirements in cases where special instructions are necessary.

All projects, including single family home construction projects, are required to maintain a Stormwater
Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) at all times on site. The SWPPP must be available for public viewing,
and must be kept up-to-date.

A project folder should be created upon initiation of construction. Construction and development
review information may be stored in the same folder.

Land disturbance sites exceeding 2500 square feet must have an approved E&SC plan or an agreement
in lieu of plan, as required by state law. Inspections will be conducted to ensure:
e Compliance with approved plans;
e Efficacy of approved E&SC measures. In the event the measures are not performing adequately,
the inspector will require their replacement and/or additional or alternate measures.
e Inspections will be conducted in accordance with and on a schedule set forth in the Virginia
Erosion and Sediment Control Handbook.
¢ Inspections will continue until stabilization has been achieved and erosion and sediment control
features have been removed.

Projects obtaining a General Construction Permit will be required to be inspected at a frequency
determined by the site inspector, but not less than once every 8 weeks during active construction
activities. SWPPP inspections will take place during the site inspections and will continue until a
termination letter has been received by the City and the inspector has deemed the project complete.

The site inspector is encouraged but not required to perform windshield inspections of the site every
two weeks to supplement actual site inspections.
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All site visits will be documented by inspection forms and or entries in the inspector’s daily log
book. The inspector will retain all inspection records. Photographs of site conditions are encouraged.

Enforcement:

if a land disturbance project is found to be in good order and is acceptable: Document inspection. No
further action.

If a project has installed and is maintaining all of its E&SC controls but they do not appear adequate,
inspector shall require additional measures.

It is the intent of the City of Poquoson to assist site contractors and their personnel by providing
information that will help them better understand the nature of the noncompliance or that will help
them expedite the correction of any issue. However, it is ultimately the responsibility of the Responsible
Land Disturber and the site owner to ensure that all applicable requirements are met.

If a project is in noncompliance, the issue will be documented using inspection forms. A copy will be
sent to the Responsible Land Disturber via fax, email, USPS or hand delivery. The inspection form will
identify items that must be addressed. It will give a specific date as to when the site will be re-
inspected. The maximum amount of time given on the form should be seven days. Questions on the
severability of the deficiencies should be discussed with the City Engineer or the Environmental
Compliance Officer.

If deficiencies require immediate attention or the Responsible Land Disturber has failed to comply with a
site inspection form, the City inspector may or may not issue a warning. This “second notice” will be
provided to the RLD with an updated inspection form. The warning may be omitted and the City may
proceed to more aggressive enforcement for multiple deficiencies or if the deficiencies are
severe. Severe deficiencies may include but are not limited to significant quantities of sediment leaving
the site or sediment running off into nearby receiving water.

If the warning does not correct the situation or the deficiency is severe enough to warrant more
aggressive enforcement, the City will issue a Notice to Comply/Notice of Violation form. The NTC/NOV
form should be faxed or emailed to the RLD, with a signed copy of the original form sent via USPS
registered mail or hand delivered. Consultation with the City Attorney, the City Engineer and/or the
Environmental Compliance Officer on an appropriate time frame for correction may be warranted.

If the deficiencies in the NTC/NOV form have not been corrected within the specified time frame, a
STOP WORK order will be issued for all land disturbing activities on the site. If the deficiencies are
judged to be severe enough, the inspector may, in consultation with the City Engineer or the
Environmental Compliance Officer, issue a STOP WORK order immediately.

If a land disturbance has commenced without the owner obtaining necessary permits, a STOP WORK
order will be issued. The STOP WORK order shall remain in effect until all permits have been obtained
and any deficient site conditions have been corrected.

The STOP WORK order shall be placed at the entrance to the site and notice sent via registered USPS
mail to the RLD or owner of the property. The order shall remain in effect until the site deficiencies have
been corrected. No other land disturbance activities may be conducted while the deficiencies are being
corrected.
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If the noncompliance issue(s) indicated on the STOP WORK order are not remedied, or if the RLD ar
property owner fails to contact the City, the project inspector should contact the Environmental
Compliance Officer, who will in turn contact the City Attorney. The City will begin the process of
revoking the site permit, calling the bond, and/or initiating the civil penalty process.

The City may hire a third party contractor or take whatever actions are necessary to control site runoff
and erosion from impacting downstream properties, ditches, wetland areas, or receiving waters.

Inspections — Not being kept up to date as agreed to upon approval of the permit (contractor was first
advised on June 23, 2016).

Pictures depicting these violations are attached. As evidenced in the list above, these ate not new
comments. Your contractor was again advised of the issues after our October 4, 2016 inspection at which
time he was notified that the items must be corrected within ten (10) days to avoid further action.
Therefore, be advised that the items listed above must be satisfactorily corrected within ten (10) days of the
date of this notice (no later than October 27, 2016) at which time a re-inspection will be performed to verify
compliance:

1.

Stabilize all areas exclusive of the building site, with tempotary ot permanent seed as requited by
Minimum Standards 1 & 3 (copy attached).

Trench silt fence as shown in the attached silt fence detail and ensure that it is securely attached to the
stakes.

Install Filtrexx propetly, per the attached specifications, and clean out portions on which silt has reached
halfway to the top (also as noted in specifications).

Remove silt from concrete swale.

Install concrete washout per the Construction General Permit, which prohibits the discharge of
wastewater from washout of conctete. The liner must be impermeable to prevent the escape of
wastewater.

Inspections by the construction activity operator must be conducted and documented in an inspection
tepott every four (4) business days as agreed to in the Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP).
Up to date reports must be in the document box and available to City staff at all times.

The second
would be to use an environmentally-friendly algaecide that is intended for use on ponds.

That being said, your best source of information is a lawn and garden center that provides pond services, as well, or a
pond maintenance group. I’'m sure there are many maintenance companies out there. | know that Lakes of Poquoson
uses a company called Solitude Lake Management, but have no information about their track record. The former HOA
president seemed to like them, and the HOA does have a long term relationship with Solitude.

On August 31, 2016 Ellen Roberts and Anne Payne inspected the Best Management Practice at Rivers Edge off
of Pasture Rd. Overall the BMP was in good shape however there are a few items that need attention and the
recommendations are as follows:

- Remove vermin from pond and relocate out of the City of Poquoson (Attachment A & B)
- Repair the animal burrows from the vermin (Attachment A & B)
- Plant vegetation in the emergent zone of the BMP to reduce erosion on the banks due to the wave action from the

fountain; recommend plants such as Pickerelweed, Arrowheads, or Arrow Arum (Attachment C)

- Remove sediment from inlet into the pond (Attachment D)
- Stabilize denuded areas around the perimeter of the pond (Attachment E)
- Recommend homeowner education regarding care of the BMP, in particular not placing their grass clippings in

Apparently one of their fountains has
stopped working. According to their pond maintenance company, this is due to barnacles that encrusted the submerged
part of the fountain.

I don’t recall if the fountain was a requirement or just something the HOA wanted. The pond would be about 10 years
old, if not older.

Anyway, Beth wanted to know how they could have gotten barnacles since this was supposed to be a fresh water
system. | left a message telling her that the system was supposed to be freshwater, but that it would not be
unreasonable to have some salt water intrusion through groundwater if the pond was not lined, or to on occasion have
salt water enter the pond during an extreme tidal storm (of which we’ve had at least 5 since the pond was built).

Questions and/or conflicts between this
document and the SWPPP should be brought to your
supervisor’s attention and to the attention of the Public
Works Director.
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Spill Prevention:

Purpose: to prevent contamination of stormwater by using proper washing techniques, proper washing
locations, and proper disposal of wash water.

Monitor equipment storage areas, materials storage areas, and waste storage areas, checking for:
fluid leaks, uncovered containers, and deteriorating labels and/or containers, and correct any
problems that are noted. Frequency- daily

Inspect secondary containment systems (i.e. oil, fuel storage tanks) as necessary, and empty them
as necessary. Frequency- monthly

Monitor oil/water separators and their downstream discharges. An oily discharge indicates that
the unit is either not functioning properly or needs to be “pumped out”. Frequency- monthly

Install oil absorbent materials in floor drains and/or catch basins, and inspect, remove/replace as
appropriate. Frequency- monthly

Monitor floor drains and storm receiver inlets and outlets for excessive amounts of contaminants,
and clean out as necessary. Frequency- monthly

Document any/all inspection activities on the proper forms. Frequency- monthly Ex: Storm water
Pollution Prevention Plan, Dry Weather Screening/Illicit Discharge Detection Forms.

Landscaping and Lawn Care:

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City of Poquoson Private Events: Standard Operating Procedures Necessary to
Meet State and Federal Storm Drainage Mandates

Cooking Oil and Gray Water Disposal Standard Operating Procedures

1. Gray (wash water), cooking oil and food waste must be properly disposed of and
removed from the site. Cooking oil, food waste and gray water may not be dumped on
the ground or in the drainage system. Cooking oil may not be disposed of in the City’s
used oil disposal facility.

2. Prior to set up, provide disposal containers barrels for cooking oil, tubs for gray water,
and waste disposal bins as necessary. All containers should be clearly marked and
accessible. Containers must be located away from drainage ditches and drain inlets to
prevent contact with stormwater.

3. During the event, no waste is to be disposed or dumped. It must be placed in designated
containers.

4. Areas inside and around portable restrooms must be monitored routinely to ensure
cleanliness. Portable restrooms must be maintained.

5. No city staff will be on site, so there will be no additional assistance in maintaining a
clean area.

6. [ollowing the event, waste must promptly be removed from the site. In the event
barrels/waste bins and grey water containers are filled early, containers must be emptied
promptly into appropriate vessels.

In the event that a spill does occur, the following Standard Operating Procedures will be
followed:

1. Clean up will begin immediately.

2. On the site no use of detergents or degreasers will be allowed.

3. At the site of the spill, nearby storm drains must be blocked or sealed off promptly.
4. A clean-up contractor and the appropriate agency must be contacted if the spill is
unmanageable.

S. Never wash leaks, spills, or used clean-up materials onto nearby streets or into drains.
6. Dispose of all used clean-up materials in a garbage can.

pollutants; Develop and implement SWPPP

The City of Poquoson has a centralized facility that maintains all City vehicles and consolidates Public
Works/Department of Utilities/Parks Maintenance offices and facilities. This is the only location in the
City that stores construction materials, dispenses fuel, and heavy equipment, and therefore is the only
city property with high priority for preventing the discharge of pollutants. The City does not operate its
own solid waste disposal, water treatment, or wastewater treatment facilities.

The General Permit requires the City of Poquoson to develop and implement a SWPPP for high-priority
facilities. The plan was completed and implemented by June 30, 2017. It is based on the City’s existing
SOP’s. City staff members took an active role in developing the document, working with the consultant
to provide information on the facility and their practices. They provided input on changes to SOP’s and
reviewed the draft document and provided comments. Staff members even provided new photographs
when they thought the consultant’s photos did not adequately show a particular facility.

Staff began implementing the document before it was finalized. This was a smooth transition from their
SOP’s because of their involvement in the process and because it was based on their SOPs.

Thanks for bringing this to my attention. Inclusion of Poquoson in the James River Basin was a mistake on my part. Do
you know of all the folks that have looked at this, you are the first one to notice this error!? When I was verifying
loading and reduction rate numbers from an existing internal document, | updated the title of the tables in the permit to
match the spreadsheet titles — forgetting that we had made the change with how we handle Poquoson. Historically, in
the tributary strategies | believe Poquoson was lumped with the James but this was recently changed.

Anyhow, there is no intention of changing how we have handled Bay TMDL reductions in the Poquoson watershed. You
should still use the York River Basin for your load and reduction calculations. | apologize for the confusion and will
update the draft general permit document.

Jaime, | just saw a new draft of the small MS4 permit you are working on and was very surprised to see the Poquoson
Coastal Basin listed in the James River table. The Poquoson coastal basin has been part of the York River watershed
(you’ll probably recall having discussions about this) since the onset of the Bay program. Unlike the Lynnhaven and Little
Creek Basins, the Poquoson basin was not removed from a rivershed by legislative action.

This creates several concerns:

e We have met the current permit’s 5% requirement for the York River. The James River watershed has different
loadings and we may find ourselves falling behind on July 1, 2018 even though we were compliant the day
before.

e Developers in the City and other Poquosan Coastal Basin localities have already purchased York River Basin
nutrient credits for the York River watershed.

e We have not participated in James River watershed PCB, Chlorophyll and other work because we weren’t
considered to be part of that watershed. We may have missed some opportunities for input.

We are requesting that DEQ change the draft permit so that the Poquoson Coastal Basin is placed with the York River. If
not, can you tell me why and provide guidance on the concerns listed above?

The Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) will host a public meeting to provide information and obtain
public comment on modifications to the Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDLs) developed for Poquoson River
and Back River, along with several tributaries; located in the Cities of Hampton, Newport News, Poquoson, and
York County. The 2017 modifications calculate the TMDL endpoints based on the mTEC 90th percentile
criterion of 31 cfu/100 mi and will supersede the 2014 TMDLs. The 2017 modifications also include updated
information on the listing status of assessment units according to the 2014 305(b)/303(d) Water Quality
Assessment Integrated Report. Additionally, the 2017 TMDL modifications use regulated service area to
determine Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) loading. This regulated service area is different
from the regulated urban area used for the 2014 TMDLs, which requires an update of the load allocations.

The purpose of the meeting is to provide information and discuss the draft modifications of the Total Maximum
Daily Loads with community members and local government. The public meeting is scheduled for March
16, 2017 at 6:00 pm in the conference room of the Sandy Bottom Nature Park located at 1255 Big Bethel
Rd, Hampton. In case of inclement weather, the meeting will be held at the same location on March 27, 2017
at 6:00pm

The public comment period on materials presented at this meeting will extend from March 17, 2017 to
April 17, 2017.

Rachel:
I'm not surprised you have questions. Maps don’t do our large amount of tidal wetlands justice!

The service area was determined in accordance with DEQ guidance for Chesapeake Bay TMDL Action Plans. Per DEQ
requirements, we included a shapefile and a description of how the service area was determined in our Bay Action
Plan. The Action Plan and its contents (including the service area) were approved by DEQ in February 2016. I've
attached the approval letter. By the way, James City County’s service area (used in its bacterial TMDL) was developed
using the same guidance/methodology.

Per a recent data call, DEQ will be providing this shapefile {or data derived from it....not 100% sure how they will process
the various shapefiles from all the localities) to the Bay program for input into the next Bay model run.

In Poquoson’s case, our MS4 service area is primarily made up of the areas draining to our roadside drainage system,
which is the MS4 that we own and/or maintain. | think you’ll find that Poquoson’s drainage system and service area are
much more extensive per capita than what you’ll see in most localities.

Approximately half of the City’s land mass is comprised of tidal wetlands located downstream of our drainage system,
and a third of the land mass is comprised of a federally-owned national wildlife refuge. That means the eastern third of
the City and the majority of the area fringing the developed portion of the City are outside the service area. In other
words, a lot of the “land” you see on a map of the City is either jurisdictlonal wetlands or federally-owned.

Angela: I'd just like to confirm that the Poquoson and Back River TMDLs are not required to have an action plan
incorporated into our permit plan for two reasons:
e Both were approved after June of 2013. Table 1 uses a June 2013 approval date as the cutoff for actions plans
due 36 months after permit issuance.
e We have been told by Jennifer Howell of DEQ that the TMDLs were being revised because of a mathematical
error that occurred during their development. As far as | know, the state’s implementation plan is on hold.

With regard to the 2" point, I'm wondering if there is any sort of an update on the TMDLs’ status. | spoke to Jennifer in
August or September, and she mentioned that we would soon be seeing a letter from DEQ. It doesn’t seem like any of
the affected localities have received that letter yet. I'm sending her an email now, inquiring about the status.

Wouldn't a revision to the TMDL require a public hearing process, and a reset of the clock?

Any guidance or info would be appreciated.

Hello Everyone-

This email serves as a reminder that the MS4 General Permit requires the operator to update the MS4 Program Plan to
incorporate approvable TMDL Action Plans that identify the best management practices and other interim milestone
activities that will be implemented during the remaining term of the permit for pollutants identified in TMDL wasteload
allocations approved either on or after July 9, 2008, and prior to issuance of the MS4 permit.

Attached you will find a spreadsheet with pertinent information regarding the local TMDLs that require Action Plans
within this permit cycle. Please refer to Section II.B of the MS4 General Permit, Special Conditions for approved TMDLs
other than the Chesapeake Bay TMDL, for local TMDL Action Plan requirements.

As a reminder, local TMDL Action Plans are to be completed according to the schedule in Table 1, and submitted to the
Department with the appropriate annual report. On an annual basis, the operator should report on the implementation
of the TMDL Action Plans and associated evaluation including the results of any monitoring conducted as part of the
evaluation.
